Sites of interest: 

 

1. środa ślŃska ï well-preserved structure of a small medieval town on a trade route;       

regional museum with so-called óśroda ślŃska Treasureô exposed; 
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2. Krobielowice ï a palace gradually constructed 14thï19th centuries; marshal 

Blucher's residence, which was given to him by the Prussian nation in recognition 

of his role in the defeat of Napoleon at Waterloo.

3. świdnica ï The Church of Peace, a unique church build of wood sand and clay 

by Protestants after the Thirty Yearsô War which ended in 1648, the largest of its 

kind worldwide.

4. ślňŨa Massif ï an inselberg (island type of mountain) 718 m a.s.l. high, with very 

complicated geological history; it includes an ophiolite ï a fragment of an old 

oceanic bottom incorporated into the continental crust; 
 

 

  
 

 

5. Wojsğawice arboretum ï an old park and garden founded by a German aristocrat 

- Fritz Oheimb - around 150 years ago, now run by the University of Wrocğaw as 

an external part of the university botanical garden; famous by the collection of 

rhododendrons, azaliae, liliacae and other plants.
